Russian President Vlad-

imir Putin signed a law 
on the introduction of a 
single entry electronic 
visa for 53 nationalities 
visiting Russia effective 
from Jan 1 2021.  
The move was wel-

comed by the tourism 
sector, saying it was a 
step that would eventually 
strengthen Russia’s posi-
tion as a major player in 
global tourism.  
The Russian Informa-

tion Center in India com-
mented that the eVisa 
would enable Indian tour-
ists to book their tours 
to Russia just five days 
before the intended date 
of departure making the 
process simple and quick 
and most of the package 
tours sold in India are for 
less than 16 days.  

Russia has previously 
introduced simplified e-
visas for visitors to St. 
Petersburg, Kaliningrad 
and the Far East  
The system for issu-

ing paper entry visas to 
Russia is outdated and 
has become a barrier to 
tourists in the age of 
digitalization, officials 
commented.  
A universal single-entry 

electronic visa will radi-
cally simplify the process 
of obtaining a permit, al-
lowing a foreign citizen 
to stay in Russia for up 
to 16 days in a period of 
up to 60 calendar days.  
In addition, guests will 

not be restricted to a 
specific region but will 
be able to move freely 
around the country to any 
region of their choice.

SRM Medical College Hospi-

Apart from screening, 
experts from Aravind Eye Hospi-
tal will provide treatment advice, 
perform interventions in the form 
of laser or intravitreal injection or 
surgery free of cost.Speaking at 
the MoU signing, Dean of SRM 
MCH Dr. A. Sundaram said, “ROP 
is the important cause of childhood 
blindness. This can be if diagnosed 
early.”   
Dr.PrabhuBaskaran, Vitreo-retinal 

surgeon from Aravind Eye Hospital, 
said, ROP screening will be done 
by a trained technician while the 
intervention will be done by a doc-

tor. The screening process would 

take less than five minutes, while 

the intervention if it extensive la-

ser it will take about 45 minutes 

while a smaller process will take 

30 mins or so. The outcome of this 

process will help cure blindness in 

premature babies.”   

Pro Vice Chancellor (Medical) 

Lt. Col. Dr. A. Ravi Kumar said, 

“The idea is to catch the illness 

early and treat it. This process is 

a welcoming effort and this opens 

new avenues for treatment in the 

future.’ The cost of screening right 

now is done free.
