Russia vindicated in 
Havana syndrome

In a cold war like hard 
hitting, US and Rus-
sia indulged in a crazy 
mudslinging recently, this 
time over a rare case 
of health issues faced 
by CIA officers,  but it 
turns out to be a false 
alarm and Russia stands 
vindicated.
The Havana Syndrome 

is a series of unexplained 
medical symptoms among 
US diplomats stationed 
across the world. It was 
first reported by the US 
media who informed that 
the Havana Syndrome 
was initially experienced 
by State Department 
personnel stationed in 
Cuba beginning in late 
2016. Since then, US 
diplomats and other of-
ficials stationed around 
the world have experi-
enced similar symptoms. 
Burns’ statement is not 
the first instance where 
the US has blamed Rus-
sia as American media 
outlets in the past have 
reported similar accusa-
tions. However, Moscow 
has repeatedly denied the 
allegations, as per Rus-
sian media.

According to 
the officials, more than 
20 new cases were be-
ing looked at by medical 
teams at the State De-
partment and elsewhere, 
including the Pentagon 
and CIA.
The New York Times 

has published an article 
based on briefings from 
nameless government 
sources, outlining the 
relentless, desperate and 
ultimately fruitless quest 
by US spies to determine 
the cause of ‘Havana 
syndrome’.
First identified in Cuba 

late 2016, the “syn-
drome” is a set of inex-
plicable medical symp-
toms allegedly afflicting 
American diplomats and 
spooks, and sometimes 
their families, includ-
ing vertigo, hearing and 
memory loss, headaches, 
nausea and mental fog-
giness. In response, half 
the embassy’s staff were 
withdrawn, and Cuban 
diplomats were expelled 
from the US in retalia-
tion. Since its first diag-
nosis, cases have been 
claimed as far afield as 
Vienna, and Washington 
itself.
Along the way, anony-

mous intelligence sourc-
es and even prominent 
politicians have regularly 
charged that “sophisticat-

ed” Russian microwave 
and/or sonic weapons 
are responsible, a base-
less and scientifically 
improbable allegation 
that has nonetheless been 
invariably and recklessly 
repeated verbatim by the 
mainstream media.
It’s said that earlier , 

US troops in Syria were 
gripped by a “sudden 
illness”, and feared it 
“may have been caused 
by a Russian aircraft that 
could have directed mi-
crowaves at them.” It was 
ultimately determined 
they’d simply suffered 
food poisoning.
The Times, in its ar-

ticle published on August 
8, makes clear though 
that the academics’ find-
ings haven’t deterred US 
intelligence operatives 
from dedicating count-
less hours, and investing 
untold sums, into trying 
to root out a more sinis-
ter explanation, befitting 
Washington’s national 
security interests and 
objectives.

Labour and employment 
minister Bhupender Yadav 
asserted that the Narendra 
Modi government took 
many measures quickly to 
ensure justice for Dalits, 
OBCs and the poor.
Hitt ing out at the 

Congress, Yadav said the 
Constitution makers had 
made a provision for 

reservation for backward 
classes, but when the 
Congress came to power 
in 1950, it ruled for 40 
years but did not give 
justice to the backward 
classes.
“When for the first 

time a non-Congress 
government came to 
powe r,  t h e Manda l 
Commission was created. 
It had submitted its 
report in 1980 and you 
(the Congress) ran the 
government after that but 
did not implement it and 
did not give reservation 
to backward classes,” 
Yadav said.
NCP’s Supriya Sure 

(NCP) said the credit 
for this amendment bill 
should be given to the 
Maharashtra government 
which requested the 
Centre to do address the 
issue of OBC reservation. 
She also advocated for 
removing the 50% ceiling. 
YSR Congress and Shiv 
Sena also voiced their 
support for the bill.
